Before beginning installation of the Discovery Mountain, alterations must be made to your existing climbing unit.

1.  Carefully remove the three center rails from the side of the unit

opposite the swing beam.  In addition, the support for acces-
sories must be removed flush with the edge of the unit.

2.  The bottom rail support must be reinforced before attaching
the climbing wall to your play set. Reinforce the bottom rail sup-

port using a minimum of two 3" screws at each joint (see Fig 1A).
Note: Screws are included.

1.  Carefully remove the third and fourth rails from the side of the unit as
indicated in Fig. 1.

2.  The bottom rail support must be reinforced before attaching the climbing
wall to your play set. Reinforce the bottom rail support using a minimum of
two 3" screws at each joint (see Fig 1A). Note: Screws are included.

Shuttle Tower and Titan Standard and Ultimate

1.  SHUTTLE TOWER: Carefully remove the center three rails from the side
of the unit opposite the ladder assembly. TITAN STANDARD: Carefully
remove all rails of the lower deck from the side of the unit opposite the swing
beam. TITAN ULTIMATE: See Titan Utimate plan for more information. 

2.  The bottom rail support must be reinforced before attaching the climbing wall to your play set. Reinforce the bottom
rail support using a minimum of two 3" screws at each joint (see Fig 1A).

1.  Cut your lumber as indicated. Note: The 18" pieces will be used as stakes and must be cut accordingly.

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3. Position the 2" x 4" x 20" piece of lumber inside the
opening of your climbing unit as shown in Fig 2. Secure
the board to the rail support using three evenly spaced 2-
1/2" screws. Note: Screws are included.

4. Assemble the wall support as illustrated in Fig. 3. Use
three 2-1/2" screws to attach the 2" x 4" x 6" boards and
two 3" screws per joint for the remaining assembly.
Note: Screws are included.

5. Place the top of the wall in front of the opening of the
climbing unit. Align the right side of the wall with the right
side of the opening of the unit. Note: The edge of the
wall should be firmly positioned against the climbing unit
(see Fig. 4). Do not attach the wall at this time.

6. Note the location of four holes in the sides of the wall
(two each side).These holes will be used to secure the
stakes and bracing. Mark the locations of these holes on
the ground directly below the position of the holes on the
wall. Remove the wall from the unit.

7. Dig two holes approximately 12" below grade at the hole
locations closest to the slide (see Fig. 5). 

8. Pound the 18" stakes into the ground at the proper hole
locations. Leave approximately 6" of each stake above
grade. Level the grade around the stakes to assure the
base of the wall is securely seated.

9. Reposition the wall in the opening of the climbing unit.
Align the right side of the wall with the right side of the
opening of the unit. The edge of the wall should be
firmly positioned against the climbing unit and the stakes

should be inside the base of the wall. Secure the wall to
the rail using four Torx head screws as indicated in Fig.
4. Note: Use the included Torx Head bit and an electric
drill to drive the screws into the rail. Secure the base to
the stakes using one 1-1/4" panhead screw and washer
per joint (see Fig. 5A).

10. Place the brace beneath the wall. Position the legs in the
holes dug previously and adjust the brace until the brace
lines up with the holes of the wall. Attach the wall to the
brace using one 1-1/4" panhead screw and washer per
joint (see Fig. 5A). Square the brace to the ground.
Note: The bottom rail of the brace should rest firmly on
the ground. Adjust the grade as required. Fill in each of
the holes and level the surrounding grade.
